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Avery special evening awaits
the school community: 

a Gala performance by Alan
Kogosowski or another inter-
nationally acclaimed performer,
either instrumentalist or singer.

This concert is for the public
and wider community as well 
as the school students and their
families, and is ideally presented
on a Saturday night. Students
are able to experience the kind
of excitement and inspiration
that comes with performance 
at the highest international
standard.

The performer presents 
the concert with narrative
explaining the background 
to each selection. This presen-
tation style is particularly
informative for those audience
members not completely au fait
with the music, but even for
those familiar with the music 
and the milieu, it brings a
refreshing, modern, relevant
character to the project.

All artwork is approved by the
school prior to printing. Floral
decorations for the venue are

also arranged. If the school does
not already have a first class
grand piano, one is brought in
for the night. Schools usually
handle the ticketing, but this
can also be arranged through
Ticketek. 

Publicity for the event is
provided by the Masterclass
Program in consultation with
the school. The events are
advertised in school publi-
cations, on the website and
display boards, to the parent
community as well as the
school’s alumni.

External publicity is desirable,
and it is advantageous for 
the school’s ‘brand’ to be
associated with a prestigious
event of this nature. Alan 
and the other performers 
are available for interviews 
with local papers, and Alan’s
contacts in the media can be
called upon to help generate
mainstream publicity. The
Concert is an opportunity for
the school to promote itself 
to the general community.

MASTERCLASS

To Enlighten and Inspire, by

Each participant performs 
one piece and is mentored by
Kogosowski or another mentor/
performer. He or they share their
experience as well as musical and
technical insights. Constructive
advice is given on each student’s
performance. Practical  advice is
offered on how to connect with
audiences, as well as guidance on
presentation.

The Masterclass Program provides
the invaluable experience to
students of establishing a personal
connection with a top performer
as both mentor and friend. 
The ideal age for candidates 
is 14 – 17.
